Dear Parents / Guardians;

As some of you may know, I have 3 children; Antonio 16, in 6rade 11, Alexa 13, in Grade 8 and Elena
7, in Grade 2. Like all parents, my wife and I have feel blessed to have our children part of our family
and like many parents, we have sometimes wished that our children were born with an operating manual
so that we could “fix" whatever isn't working right from time to time. Like all children in a family, each
of our children has their own unique qualities, which, at times is wonderful and at other times is a
source of frustration. One major difference in my children is in their ability to read and when they
actually began “reading”. My son developed his reading skills slowly. He loved being read to when he
was little and then once he was in school developed his skills accordingly. He went from reading books
with one or two words on a page to reading “"Franklin” books then the “"Magic Treehouse” series to
increasingly more demanding books as the years went by. Alexa surprised us because she seemed to
have picked up reading without much help from her parents. She went from being read to, to reading
Dr. Seuss books on her own in Kindergarten to reading "Little House in the Big Woods" for sharing in
the Spring of 6rade 1. Then there is Elena. She loves books, has always wanted to be read to, but,
"...I don't want to read daddy because it is too hard,” which is something we have heard often. As an
educator and as a parent of two other children who have always loved to read (I am sure one was born
with a book in her hands), these words the first time were a bit surprising to say the least. Taking
this statement to heart my wife and I have decided to take a different tactic with Elena. As parents,
we realize that having the skill of Reading is vital to the future success of our children, but this skill
doesn’t magically happen overnight. It takes practice, practice, more practice and patience. We try
and take every opportunity to encourage her to read as she goes about her day, whether it is sharing
the night reading with mom or dad reading one section and Elena reading one section, or it is having her
write out the grocery list each week. An added incentive at this time of year is the Christmas Wish
Book. It is amazing how important it is to know how to read when you need to make choices for the
all-important SANTA LETTER.
As parents we sometimes assume that a skill will come naturally to our children because it is easy for
us as adults or because our other children acquired the skill quickly. As reading “coaches”, we parents
must share the many tools we have acquired over a lifetime of reading to encourage our fledgling
readers. We need to continuously help them build their own repertoire of skills for understanding what
they have read. The North Vancouver School District developed the following list of strategies to keep
in mind and discuss when reading with your children:
WHEN I READ:

| think about what | already know. | predict what will happen next

| figure out words | do not know. | think about my reading and | fix my mistakes

| make a picture in my head I connect what | know with what | am reading.

| figure out the important ideas. | get the information from words and pictures.

| identify parts of the story. | summarize m reading.

| figure out the messages. | reflect and | respond

Keep this list handy and feel free to address 1 or 2 with your children when they read. It is amazing the discussions that ens
when you spend some quality time building and reinfordiregskill of reading with your children.
